LIPECTATIONS & POLICIES

We love Jesus and will teach about Him in a non-denominational way, which means we
stick to what the Bible says and do not push any certain denomination.

We LOVE God's creation and believe we should take care of it.

We realize God has created each one of us (including our children) in a special, unique
way. None of us are exactly alike, so our mission is to appreciate our children's learning
differences, strengths, and weaknesses.

We believe in open communication and ask that you, the parents, communicate with the
instructors or program creator directly and not gossip or use slanderous language if a
disagreement should arise. If a miscommunication occurs, which at some point may
happen, we will strive to right the miscommunication as soon as possible.

We trust our instructors' skills and years of experience, which is why our own children are a
part of this program; therefore, we will let the instructors have the freedom to teach as
they deem necessary.

We are not a school, but we are a private instructor-share, which means we have the
ability to keep our groups small and teach in a specific and intentional way for each child.

We REQUIRE families to be involved in their children's education. If this involvement is not
something your family desires, please reconsider whether this program is an appropriate
match for your family's lifestyle. This method will not work if both parents work full-

time without other help in the home. This instructor-share teaching time SHOULD NOT be
expected to replace all the work to be done at home as homework is always provided.

We are not competing against or comparing your children to broad-based expectations
that are set by the public school system. We do believe we will help prepare your children
at an appropriate learning rate.

We want to develop independent, creative, self-disciplined, caring, kind, responsible, and
motivated children who are leaders in their generation and not merely followers.

All children participating in the Happy Hearts Schoolhouse program MUST be potty-
trained.

All children participating in Happy Hearts Schoolhouse and their siblings, parents, and
caretakers are asked to respect the property and not be destructive.

Once-a-month Parental Volunteering may be required for classes that require extra adult
supervision or help with setup or cleanup. Sign-ups will be available at the beginning of

each month, if needed. A caretaker (over the age of 18) can also fill this requirement if a

parent is unavailable.

One parent or caretaker (over the age of 18) is required to accompany his/her child on any
field trips or special outings.

If anyone other than the parent or legal guardian comes to pick up a child for the parent
or legal guardian, he/she MUST be named as an alternate pickup on the registration form
and will be asked to present a valid driver’s license.

To enroll in Happy Hearts Schoolhouse, there is a non-refundable $250 registration fee for
the year.

Tuition is due on the 2nd of each month.



v We do not allow students to use smart phones during class days. A student will be asked
to give up the phone for the day if a teacher sees anyone on his/her phone. If there is an
emergency situation, please let your teacher know.

v A mandatory orientation will be required of all new parents, regardless of prior
enrollment, length of home schooling status, or volunteer position.

v Itis the parents' responsibility to inform the tutor/director if the child will be absent.

v ltis the parents' responsibility to inform Happy Hearts Schoolhouse of any allergies or
conditions that could put their child at risk while attending classes.

v Happy Hearts Schoolhouse is not responsible for students while on the grounds of
Bulverde Baptist Church (1331 Bulverde Rd., Bulverde, Texas 78163); parents bear the
ultimate responsibility for their children and their children's actions. The Palmer, Ras,
Mathis, Cardona, Torres, and McMinn families are not liable for any accidents or mishaps
that may occur on the Bulverde Baptist Church’s campus. Likewise, Happy Hearts
Schoolhouse is not liable for any accidents or mishaps that may occur on the premises.
The full Release of Liability is part of the registration form.

v To withdraw from the Happy Hearts Schoolhouse Program, you must follow our withdrawal
process and turn in the appropriate forms. Failure to do so will jeopardize the possibility of
returning to Happy Hearts Schoolhouse in the future. Our rental commitment to the
church is for the school year, and instructors are making a commitment for the entire
school year, so_you need to make the same commitment. Refunds are not given for the
registration fee or for the remaining months of the school year. By enrolling in this
program, you are reserving a spot that cannot be refilled once the school year begins, and
you are committing to attend each week. If you withdraw your student after classes
begin, payment for the remainder of the school year will be due. This includes
dropping to 1X a week if registered for 2X a week. Enrollment fees are also not
refundable. A drop fee is available if an unavoidable/emergency situation arises. The drop
fee total will be $300 per student if dropping from 2x to 1x per week or $500 per student
if dropping out completely. This will only be available in the event of an
unavoidable/emergency situation and will require official documentation to apply.

v If weather conditions prevent us from meeting on any given class day, an email will be sent
out by 8:00 am that morning. Please check your email before leaving your home when
questionable weather conditions exist in our area. If notification can occur sooner, it will.

v Due to the limited student capacity of this program, if a question or a problem arises,
please contact Trudy Palmer at admin@happyheartsschoolhouse.com on Tuesday and
Thursday between 10:00 am — 4:00 pm.

If it is an emergency, please call or text her at (210) 364-5179.

APPLICATION AND ENROLLMENT PROCESS

Family Application Fee: There is a one-time family application fee of $75 for new families. The
application fee is per family and not per student. The New Family Application Fee is non-refundable
and does not guarantee your student’s spot. After the application fee is paid and the application and
waivers have been submitted, a family interview will be scheduled. After the interview, if we believe
Happy Hearts is a good match for your family, we will let you know your student has been accepted
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into our program. The non-refundable registration fee and non-refundable enrollment fee will be due
and after receiving payment, your student’s spot will be secured.

Provisional Period

In the best interest of everyone involved, we always begin with a 1 month “provisional period.”
During this time, our teachers and board members will decide if Happy Hearts Schoolhouse is a
good fit for the student.

REGISTRATION, TUTTTON, AND FEES

Pre-Kinder — 7th Grade Program:
To reserve your child’s spot for the 2026-2027 school year: The $250 non-refundable registration fee
for the first child (and $150 for each subsequent child) must be paid in full at time of registration.

The non-refundable yearly enrollment fee (covers supplies for the school year and enrollment process
for each student) of $400 PER Student will be due June 2nd. *discounts available for families with
more than 1 sibling*

The first month’s tuition ($225 for 1X a week or $400 for 2X a week) will be due July 2nd and will
cover September tuition. There will be a total of 9 tuition payments drafted each month thereafter,
beginning each year in July and ending in March. The last payment will be March 2nd and will cover

the May tuition fee.

If payment for the registration fee, the enrollment fee, or the 1st month'’s tuition is not paid on the
expected date, we will contact you, and if payment is still not made within 48 hours, we will have to
replace your child’s spot with another child’s registration. The registration fee and the enrollment fee
will not be refunded.

Tuition payments are due on the 2nd of each month. We require ACH automatic drafts each
month for tuition. If you choose to pay by check or cash, the entire semester’s tuition must be
paid in full before classes for that semester begin.

Please Note: You are required to make the same monthly payment each month regardless of the
number of school days in that month or the number of days your child misses class due to illness or
vacation. Your children are receiving an amazing and unique program at a reasonable price point
because all families are splitting the costs involved in utilizing private tutors to teach foundational,
core, and elective subjects in high-interest, hands-on ways.

CLASS STZE AND GROUPING

We strive to meet children where they are, both academically and socially, and will place them in
appropriate groups for our various activities based on our analysis and parental input rather than the
traditional grade-level distinction dictated merely by their age. We want to instill confidence in these
children and do not want to make them feel “behind” just because they might be at a different level
than another child in their same age group. We strive to maintain a 1:12 instructor-student ratio with the
additional regular presence of parental volunteers on both days.



DROP-UFF & PICK-UP PROCEDURES*

Drop-off for all grades will begin at 9:25 am on Tuesday and Thursday. Since we have limited time,
we ask that the drop-off be done as quickly as possible, so if there is something you would like to
address with one of the instructors, we ask that you wait until pick-up time or during one of the
instructors’ open-call times. Please be as prompt as possible when picking up your child.

Pick-up for all grades will begin at 2:25 pm.

Please make sure our instructors know your child is being picked-up, especially if your child needs to be
picked up early. Since our instructors do have teaching engagements elsewhere, they need to leave
shortly after class, so we ask that all children are picked up by 2:35 pm. If an emergency arises, please
make sure you have a back-up plan to pick up your child. On the registration form, you will have space
to write all the names of individuals who are allowed to pick up your child if you are not available to do
so. Please make sure these adults bring their driver’s license to show upon pick-up.

*We MUST ONLY USE the designated Circular Roundabout Drive near the playground area (as per the rules of
the Bulverde Baptist Church) to avoid interfering with the pick up and drop off of the other children enrolled in
the Mother’s Day Out Program.

VTSTTORS

We usually have an open-door policy. If parents do come to visit, as per the policy of The
Bulverde Baptist Church, an indoor visitation will be limited to 10-15 minutes. Parents will be
allowed, at times, to watch or participate in any of our outdoor activities for a specified length of
time as long as church rules are followed. We ask parents to keep siblings, who are not part of the
program, with them at all times and to allow the child who is part of the program space to be with
his/her classmates. If there are grandparents or other family members who would like to visit,
pick-up, or drop-off children, please list them on the alternate pick-up line on the registration
form.

DRESS LODE

Since we plan to be outside each class day, please make sure your child is dressed appropriately
for the weather each day. Also, due to our exploration of the outdoors, please make sure to
provide one extra change of clothes in case of wet or muddy clothes. We do recommend that
your child wear closed-toe shoes (although we may end up barefoot some days), sunscreen, and
bug repellant depending on the weather conditions for the day and the planned events for that
week. On Thursdays we do art projects that involve various materials which can be messy, so please
dress accordingly.

HEALTH & ATTENDANCE

We take extra precautions to make sure your children and our tutors stay as healthy and safe as
possible. We will be washing hands regularly and before lunchtime.



We ask that if your child is sick, or otherwise seems unwell, please be respectful of the other
families and instructors involved in this program and do not bring your child to class if your child
has any one of the following symptoms:

v A runny nose or has recently started with a runny nose, or has discolored or cloudy nasal
discharge

v A sore throat

v A fever within 24 hours of class

v A stomach bug or diarrhea or has vomited within the last 24 hours
v A “croup-sounding” cough

v Flu like symptoms or has not been fever free for 48 hours

v Lice - If a student has lice or has been exposed to lice, there must be a minimum of two
treatments within one week and a minimum of 48 hours of being completely lice-free
before returning to class. Please note that this is the minimum requirement, as a return to
class will be determined by the director.

v If a child seems unwell anytime during the class time, the instructors will call the parents to
come pick up their child. We will make sure the child receives all instructions to be able to
complete any homework at home.

v There will be NO refunds or prorating because of missed classes due to any type of
sickness or personal trips. We are able to offer this group-tutoring program to your families
at a much lower rate than you would pay in a one-on-one tutoring session with our tutors.

ASSESSMENTS & LVALUATIONS

Our instructors will be keeping parents aware of what they can specifically be working on through
their child’s take-home work. We will not be giving typical grades but rather will be reporting on
topics on which the child needs to be working. Children will be keeping various subject binders
throughout the year, which will serve to organize the projects and activities they have completed.

SNACK & LUNCH

At various times, we will provide treats for the students. We will also have a designated
lunchtime, so please pack accordingly, and any food is welcome. Please communicate with
your children that they will not be able to share food with other children during this time.
We will be watching to make sure children are not passing around their food or drinks, but it
helps us to know that this extra instruction is being reiterated at home. Please send a clearly
labeled drink bottle. It is best to send water for proper hydration.




*Please note Happy Hearts Schoolhouse is NOT an allergen-free facility. We are renting
space and using tables and counters that are shared spaces with the church and therefore not
able to control what counters have been used to prepare what food.

While we take pride in providing a clean and safe environment for our students, we also do
NOT have the staff or space available to be an allergen-free facility, so if your student has
allergies or sensitivities to foods, please be aware that it will be the parents’ responsibility to
provide safe foods for their attending child or children to eat while at Happy Hearts.

We have Poetry Tea Time five times a year, and the food provided is NOT allergen free. We
also do allow students to bring in food for special occasions and do not ask them to provide
an allergen-free option. It will be entirely up to the parents of the child with the allergy to
provide a safe option for their child. If the attending students have a severe allergy, they will
only be allowed to attend Happy Hearts Schoolhouse if the parents agree that those children
are old enough to be aware of and mature enough to restrain themselves from partaking in a
food or an experiment that involves a food they are knowingly allergic to.
